Whilst we do endeavour to meet all requests 
from educational and learned groups, for 
conservation reasons, the number of visits each 
year, may be limited. 
 
On your receipt of our confirmation, we ask that 
you complete  the Booking Form. This Form only 
need indicate your requirements, as known at 
the time of booking, final numbers and details 
can be confirmed nearer the date of the Visit, 
subject to our normal conditions. 
 
Each Group Visit to Boughton House is treated 
individually.  We try to make your visit interesting 
and enjoyable by providing facilities to suit your 
requirements.
